Those present at that day have had the opportunity to attend a demonstration of a few of these
equipments such as dynamometers, emissions analyser, battery cycling bench / 125kwW DC power
source, 3D laser scanner, computer aided design platform which will facilitate the design of
tomorrow’s vehicle.

The highlight of the day was undoubtedly the unveiling of the generic test vehicle. True mobile,
modular and scalable research station, this vehicle specifically tailored to the industry's
researchers needs allows the validation of new propulsion technologies, whether they be electric,
hybrid or even hydrogen.
